In=stallation /Wiring Instructions

» Dizconnect the battery.

» Select a mounting location for the monitar which is easy to see from the helm. Check behind mounting panel
for clearance (3 inches), referring to diagram for dimenzionz. Use the enclozed template az a quide for
cutting the hale.

= izut the opening, follovving the instructions on the provided template. De-burr the hole and insert the e-PANEL
to check for proper fit. DO NOT FORCE e-PAREL INTO HOLE.

» Follovw the e-PAMEL wiring schematic as ilustrated in the diagram. The fuze iz determined by the output load.
Check with the manufacturer of the device to determine the correct size.

» From the Blower ! Pump: connect the postive wire ta the #6 switch terminal, connect the negative wire to
ground.

+ From the e-PAMNEL: connect the positive (+]terminal to the positive side of the battery; connect the negstive
terminal to ground. Check all wires to ensure proper connections.

* Place e-PARMEL in hole &t the desired position. Tighten the e-PANEL agsinst the mounting surface until flush
and secure, DD NOT over tighten; it may crack housing or mounting dash.

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Operating Instructions

« YWhen power iz applied, the alarm pulses three times with both buttons flashing indicating the panel and Inteli-
mute and are active and working.

# Once an alert condition occurs, Inteli-mute activates the pulzing audible alarm and will continue to sound as
long &z an alarm condition iz present.

« |f the device connected to the ePanel runs for 2 minutes | Inteli-mute conziders this an alarm condition and
zounds the audible alarm.

# Puzhing the mute silences the alarm but leaves the button flashing as a visual reminder.

+ [f after 5 minutes of being muted, the alarm condition still exists, Inteli-mute restarts the alarm cycle; ie. if the
device connected to the ePanel runs for more than 2 minutes | the audible alarm will sound again. This cycle
continues urtil the alarm condition is resalyed. Only when the alarm condition is resalved weill Inteli-nute
automatically reset the e-Pansl.

+ Whether muted or not, the panel is reset to the ready mode as if it had just been povwered up.

« The TEST button allowes & guick check of the e-Panel's audible output and visual flash mode buttons . Pressing
the TEST button during an alarm mode will not affect the alarm condition.

# [f the mute button iz accidentally prezsed and there iz no alarm condition, Inteli-kute swaits for S minutes,
checks far an alarm condition, turns off the mute festure and resets to ts ready mode after S minutes.
